A quick reminder for all parents and carers of children due to start
Primary School in September 2026: the national deadline for
applications is Thursday, 15th January 2026. To ensure your child
has the best chance of securing a place at one of your preferred
schools, please make sure your application is submitted through
your local authority’s portal by this date. Missing the deadline can
significantly impact your results, so it’s worth checking your
submission today!
Tips for a smooth application:

Double-check your preferences: Ensure you have listed your
schools in the correct order.
Check catchment areas: Verify if your home address falls within
your preferred school's priority zone.
Confirm submission: Look for a confirmation email once you've hit
"submit" to ensure it has been processed.
